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GOD’S SALVATION
LAW AND GRACE

Called to beatitude but wounded by sin, man stands in need of
salvation from God. Divine help comes to him in Christ through
the law that guides him and the grace that sustains him.

The Old Law - The Law remains the first stage on the way to
the kingdom. It prepares and disposes the chosen people and
each Christian for conversion and faith in the Savior God. The
Old Law is a preparation for the Gospel. It prophesies and
presages the work of liberation from sin which will be fulfilled in
Christ. Finally, the Law is completed by the teaching of the
sapiential books (Proverbs, Job, Ecclesiastes, Sirach, Wisdom),
and the prophets which set its course toward the New Covenant
and the Kingdom of heaven.

The New Law or the Law of the Gospel - The New Law or
the Law of the Gospel is the perfection here on earth of the
divine law, natural and revealed. It is the work of Christ and is
expressed particularly in the Sermon on the Mount. It is also the
work of the Holy Spirit. The New Law is the grace of the Holy
Spirit given to the faithful through faith in Christ. It works
through charity. It uses the Sermon on the Mount to teach us
what must be done and makes use of the sacraments to give us
the grace to do it. The Law of the Gospel fulfills, refines,
surpasses, and leads the Old Law to its perfection. In the
Beatitudes, the New Law fulfills the divine promises by elevating
and orienting them toward the kingdom of heaven. lItis
addressed to those open to accepting this new hope with faith -
the poor, the humble, the afflicted, the pure of heart, those
persecuted on account of Christ - and so marks out the
surprising ways of the Kingdom.
