Mary always hurries to us!

Our Lady, as soon as she had heard the news
that she was to be the Mother of Jesus and the
announcement that her cousin Elizabeth was
expecting a child—the Gospel says—she went to
her in haste. She did not wait. She did not say
‘But now | am with child; | must take care of my health; my
cousin is bound to have friends who can care for her.’

Something stirred her and she went with haste to Elizabeth.
