3. Arrive at Mass a few minutes early.

Attending Mass and receiving Jesus Christ in the
Eucharist is the most significant thing we could ever do.

If you were going to an important dinner, say with
diplomats or bishops, would you just walk right in, seat
yourself at the dinner table, and start eating? Probably not.

You would probably get dressed and ready, arrive early to
speak with people, seat yourself when called to dinner, and
follow the “protocol” for such an event. There is a certain
sense of preparation.

If we put this much attention into a formal dinner, how
much more should we prepare for the eternal wedding
banquet? Take a few minutes before Mass to prepare your
heart to receive Christ, pray, and be intentional.
